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12 Overview on licensing the Axxon One software system

12.1 Types of licenses

There are 6 types of Axxon One license: Axxon One Demo, Axxon One Free, Axxon One Start, Axxon One Professional, Axxon 
One Enterprise and Axxon One Unified. Upon installation, the software will be launched in Axxon One Demo mode. You must 
activate Axxon One VMS to utilize the full feature set of the security software package. You can activate the software by distributing 
an activation key in the system. Data on all the types of Axxon One licenses is presented in the table below.

There are several licensing methods for Axxon One:

Licensing method Description

License file only The license file contains the data on basic hardware configuration (motherboard, CPU, hard disk, 
video adapter, RAM, and network card) of all Servers. If you change any two basic hardware 
components, your license will be invalid. For example, this is the case when you change both CPU 
and motherboard. However, changing a graphics card or upgrading RAM will not affect the 
license.

This is why, when working with Axxon One, consider the following:

The activation request must be sent from the computer that 
will host the Axxon One Server.
You can upgrade your license only if you saved the initial basic 
hardware configuration of all Servers.
It is not possible to transfer a license from one computer to 
another.

16 Transferring a license to another computer while maintaining configuration
You can transfer an Axxon One license to another computer while maintaining your existing configuration only if:

Axxon One is licensed with a license file and Guardant dongle binding;
the type of Axxon One installation is Server and Client;

the name of the new Axxon One Server is the same as the name of the old Server;
the product version (up to and including the build number) on which the backup was made matches the version on the 
new computer.

To transfer a license, do the following:

Save the license file (see Saving the license file(see page 46)).
Use the Backup and restore utility to back up the configuration (see Backup and restore utility92).
Copy the folder with the configuration backup.
Uninstall Axxon One on an old computer (see Removal93).
Install the same version of Axxon One on a new computer as the version that was installed on an old computer (see 
Installation94).
Insert the Guardant dongle into a new computer.
Use the Backup and restore utility to restore a configuration backup from an old computer (see Backup and restore 
utility95).
Restart all Axxon One Servers (see Starting and stopping Axxon One software96).

Transfer of the Axxon One license while maintaining the previous configuration is now complete.
